Class Size Limitations - As spaces in classes are limited, priority is given to students needing the course to
meet graduation requirements. Students wishing to upgrade previously attempted courses will be scheduled in
either RBSS HUB, SD62 Online or Summer Learning.

Counselling Department - Counsellors are an integral part of the academic advising process. Students should
meet with their assigned counsellor to plan their programs and review graduation requirements.

Course Selection - Each student must enroll in a minimum of eight (8) courses.

Students who have
completed either SD62 Online or Summer Learning courses must inform their counsellor to ensure that their
respective marks and credits are updated.

Career Education

In tandem with the Core Competencies (Communication, Thinking, Personal, and Social) that form the heart of all
the curricula, Career Education is a process that recognizes three major phases of career development —
Foundation and Awareness, Exploration, and Experience and Application. Careers curriculum addresses the
concern often expressed by students, educators, parents, employers, and post-secondary institutions that a
student’s career development education needs to begin at a much eatrlier age.

Career Education curriculum consists of courses taken in grades 10 and 12. The goal is to provide students with
the opportunity to make connections between what they learn in school and the local and global community. The
curriculum encourages students to actively pursue new relationships or build on existing relationships with their
community in terms of accomplishing their career plan. Mentorship, volunteerism, and community and global
responsibility form an integral part of this curriculum.

Career Life Education 10 MCLE-10

e Visits goal-setting, workplace etiquette, employment standards and workplace safety, career and
employability skills, and personal financial planning.
e Provides the opportunity to participate in events and attend presentations.
e Focuses on applying the following skills and strategies to one’s own personal life journey, specifically
exploring and developing:

English Language Arts

*College Prep English 10 & 11 are open to any student who possesses a strong work ethic, who plans to attend university or
college, and wants to develop the necessary skills to ensure academic success in their post-secondary courses. Emphasis will be
placed on analysis of text, writing and verbal communication in order to prepare students for either the Dual Credit course or
College Prep Literature 12.

** College Prep Literature & Composition 12 is a rigorous course open to any student with a passion for reading and a
love of the literary world. This class will provide students with the experience to work at the pace of a university course with
the same elevated expectations, necessary work ethic and seminar-style discussions. Students who successfully complete this
course will be wholly prepared for the expectations of any university course.

Literary Studies forms the basis of the English 10 curriculum. Students will also demonstrate their learning through
two Areas of Choice.

Workplace Mathematics 10 MWPM-10

the majority of trades and for direct entry into the workforce.
e Covers problem solving, number theory, proportional reasoning, algebra, geometry, measurement and
measurement conversion (SI and Imperial)
Required Equipment: Scientific Calculator

Grade 11

e Enables students to enter post-secondary programs that do not require the study of theoretical calculus, for
example: trades, arts, or humanities.

e Covers Algebra and number theory (radical expressions, rational expressions), functions (factoring polyno-
mials, graphing and analyzing functions, quadratic equations).
e Mastery of the learning outcomes for Foundations & Pre-calculus 10 is recommended
e Students are recommended to have a letter grade of at least C+ in Foundation and Pre-Calculus 10 in order
to attempt Pre-Calculus 11.
Required Equipment: Scientific Calculator.
Optional: Purchase of workbooks will be offered.

Workplace Mathematics 11 MWPM-11

e Designed for those students who intend to take trades or apprenticeship training, or need a course dealing
with more everyday math.

Pre-Calculus 12.

e Covers and focuses on operations with limits, derivatives, and integrals.

Business Education

Accounting 12/Accounting 110: Financial Accounting MACC-12DC
Required Pre-requisite: 60% in English 12
o Completes all the steps of the accounting cycle culminating in the preparation and analysis of financial
statements for sole proprietorships.
e Topics include: accounting principles, cash, receivables, inventory, capital assets, current liabilities and
owner’s equity.
e Offered in partnership with Camosun College, students may earn credit in both Accounting 12 at Royal
Bay and Accounting 110 at Camosun.

English

English 12/English 151: Academic Writing Strategies MENST-12DC
Required Pre-requisite: 86% in English 11

e Supported by both a Camosun College instructor and an RBSS teacher, students will experience the rigour
of a post-secondary English course, framed within the high school semester.

e Provides core critical thinking, reading, research and writing skills transferable to all academic disciplines.

e Students will practise various forms of academic writing, including summary, critical analysis, and written
research. Analysis of textual rhetoric, discourse, and style, along with academic essay-writing, develops self-
awareness of methods of inquiry, critique, and reflection.

e Offered in partnership with Camosun College, students may earn credit in both English Studies 12 at Royal
Bay and English 151 at Camosun.

Mathematics

Calculus 12/Math 100: Calculus MCALC12D /PB--2A
Required Pre-requisite: 73% in Pre-Calculus 12
e Taken in conjunction with Calculus 12, in Semester 2 only.
e Supported by both a Camosun College instructor and an RBSS teacher, students will experience the rigor
of a post-secondary calculus course, framed within the longer high school semester.
e Offers an in-depth understanding of the theoretical elements of introductory calculus, as well as its
applications (instructor’s choice).
e Covers graphing functions, solving problems involving rates of change, finding the area between curves,
and more.
o Offered in partnership with Camosun College, students may earn credit in both Calculus 12 at Royal Bay
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and Math 100 at Camosun.

Science

Anatomy & Physiology 12/Biology 126: Physiological Basis of Life MATPH12DC/PB--2A
Required Pre/Co-Requisite: 60% in English 12

Explores structures and functions of macromolecules, storage of information and replication of DNA as
well as the role of DNA in protein synthesis and inheritance are described and related to the functions of
whole organisms.

Discusses transport mechanisms, basic metabolism and hormonal and nervous regulation of function.
Presented in 42 hours of lecture material during class time and 10 laboratory sessions.

Requires travel to Camosun (Lansdowne Campus, Fisher Building) for 4 labs after school (one evening per
week during semester 1).

Offered in partnership with Camosun College, students may earn credit in both Anatomy & Physiology 12
at Royal Bay and Biology 126 at Camosun.

Social Studies

Human Geography 12/Geography 111: Natural Hazards MHGEO12DC/PB—2A
Required Pre-requisite: 67% in English 12

Introduces physical geography by examining the natural environmental processes behind hazards like
earthquakes, storms, landslides and floods.

Examines how human development and planning can turn hazards into disasters, or effectively mitigate
them.

Emphasizes current events.

Introduces labs with physical geography techniques in a hazards context.

South Island Partnership (SIP): Pathways for Dual Credit Students

Work Experience

Work Experience 12A/12B MWEX-2A/MWEX-2B

Youth Work in Trades

Youth Work in Trades MWRK-1A/MWRK-1B, MWRK-2A/MWRK-2B
Are you currently working in a trade with a qualified tradesperson? If so, you could be eligible for 16 high school
credits.

Youth Work in Trades (WRK) allows students to receive high school credits for paid workplace-based training.
Four credits are earned for every 120 hours worked, for a total of 16 credits (480 hours). Students participating in
the Youth Work in Trades program are registered with the Industry Training Authority (ITA) as apprentices and
obtain “time in trade” hours that count towards the completion of the on-the-job portion of an Industry Training
Program.

Youth who work in trades that carry on working in the industry can also qualify for a $1000 scholarship.
Registered WRK students who have completed a minimum of 480 work-based training hours may be able to enroll

in a Camosun College Level 1 technical training program through the South Island Partnership which will pay for
the tuition and earn students more graduation credits. Please see the Career Commons for more information.

Home Economics

Culinary Arts 10 — 12 (Mornings; Before School) MCUL-10AM/-11AM/-12AM
This is a yearlong course offered outside the timetable, in the mornings before the start of regular classes.
o Offers leadership roles in the kitchen to assist in the running of the before school meal program.
e Opportunities to develop leadership skills by leading a kitchen station.
e TFocuses on executing the morning meal service for the school prior to the start of regular classes.
e Provides students the opportunity to develop employability skills such as time management, leadership
and working to a deadline.

Sustainability 12 YRNR-2A
This yearlong course is offered outside the timetable.
e Explores how to grow food in a regenerative, small-scale manner and will help you:

Understand how to grow and maintain a variety of fruits, vegetables, and native plants;
Plan for year-round growing in our school garden;

Build soil through regenerative practices, such as green mulching and polycultures;

HUB: Online Courses at Royal Bay

Students have two options when it comes to taking online classes at Royal Bay. The first being to register for a
HUB block, where you will attend daily.

Leadership

Athletic Leadership 10 — 12 YCPA-OAATH/-1AATH/-2AATH
e Designed to develop leadership skills by contributing to the school and/or community in the areas of
athletics and sport.
e Offers students the chance to be active regularly in both individual and team-based sports, as well as
classroom learning and practical experiences.
e Includes:
O FEarning certification as a referee in school-based sports (e.g. volleyball, soccer, or basketball);
O First Aid/CPR and Athletic Injury Training;
O Planning and running intramural activities;
O Volunteering for school-based sporting events or local sports organizations; and
0 FEarning NCCP or coaching certification in their sports of choice.
e Requires completion of volunteer hours (the majority of which will be provided during the balance of the
school day) throughout the duration of the course to contribute to a variety of athletic events.
e Provides students with a positive and enjoyable environment within which they can explore both their
leadership potential and passion for physical activity.

Global & Intercultural Experience 11/12 (GISP) YAES-1D/-2D
This yeatlong course is offered outside the timetable.

e Anadvanced level course that develops a student’s intercultural skills.

e Guides reflection on personal worldviews and culture as well as those of others.

e Completes a major project that demonstrates learning in this area.

Grad Council 12 YCPA-2CGRA
This yearlong course is offered outside the timetable.
e A Grade 12 focused leadership class with two main purposes: to fund raise (i.e. pizza/candy sales, 50/50
ticket sales) and organize grad activities (i.e. Ski trip, skating, Grad clothing) for all graduating students.
¢ Requires attendance at regular meetings and volunteering for several student committees that are
responsible for Grad activities.

Intercultural Communication & Appreciation 10 YEAS-0A
This yeatlong course is offered outside the timetable.
e Develops an understanding of intercultural communication and appreciation by reflecting on personal
worldviews and culture as well as those of others.
e  Guides reflection on how volunteer experiences, language studies and academic work, deepens individual
understanding and those of cultural backgrounds other than their own.
e Develops critical thinking skills and builds connections between coursework and first-hand experiences.

Leadership 10 — 12 YCPA-OALEA/-1ALEA/-2ALEA
This yeatlong course is offered outside the timetable.
e Provides opportunities for organizing school activities and events, as well as learning about leadership skills.
e Allows students to give back to the school, local, and global communities in a positive manner and have a
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voice in some of the many exciting things that happen on a daily basis around the school.

e Requires volunteering (mostly during school hours) at a variety of these activities and events in a manner
that still allows flexibility in schedules.

e Self-motivation, communication, and a positive attitude are critical to taking part in our leadership program.

e Requires attendance at regular meetings, with the potential for additional meetings added during certain
weeks as needed.

Performing Arts
Theatre Production 10-12 MDRD-10, MDRTP11/12

This yearlong course is offered outside the timetable.
e Works alongside the performance company and offers students the opportunity to be a part of the back-
stage crew during the run of our major yearly production.
e Students will:
o Explore the different areas of backstage work including lighting, sound, costumes, stage manage-
ment, props, set design, and scenic painting;
o Learn about and undertake a theatre design project;
Choose a backstage area and develop technical skills related to that “crew”; and
o Learn about and participate in the technical theatrical process and the show run of our yearly theatri-
cal production.

Note: This is an intensive class which requires a high level of commitment and excellent attendance. As showtime
approaches, students are required to put in time beyond regular class hours.

Music

Concert Band 11/12 MIMCB11/12
Recommended Prerequisite: Band 10 or permission of the Instructor.
This is a yearlong course offered outside the timetable.
e Within the Concert Band setting (woodwinds, brass and percussion), musical and instrumental skills will be
developed through the rehearsal and performance of exciting and lyrical music from the traditional
Concert Band works to present day.
e Ensemble rehearses together twice a week with the goal of becoming a cohesive musical unit through both
individual and group effort.
o Continues to develop understanding of music theory.
e Extracurricular rehearsals and festival/community performances will be required throughout the year.

Choral Music (Concert Choir) 10 — 12 MMUCC 10/MCMCC11/12
This is a yearlong course offered outside the timetable.
e Entry-level performance-based ensemble for new singers, and challenges for experienced singers.
e Develops musicianship and a love of singing while making friends.
e Participation in festival and community performances throughout the year.
e Rechearses and performs a wide variety of styles of choral music to increase confidence and skill singing in
3 and 4-part harmony.

Jazz Band 10 — 12 (R&B Band) YVPA-OF]BA/-1FJBA/-2F]BA
This is a yearlong course offered outside the timetable.
Participation is based on the permission of the instructor.
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e Brings vocalists, horn players and rhythm section players together with the goal of becoming a tight
sounding band that lays down classic R&B grooves of the 60s and 70s.

e Three-part harmonies, great horn licks, timeless tunes and gigs around the community are all a part of this
exciting band at Royal Bay.

e Offers both a junior and senior group.

Physical & Health Education

Fitness & Conditioning 11/12 (Mornings; Before School) MFTCD11/12
This is a yearlong course offered outside the timetable, in the mornings before the start of regular classes.
e Geared towards a self-motivated and independent student who wants to improve their fitness levels.
e Opportunities available to explore a variety of strength and conditioning activities while developing an
understanding of how to implement a personalized training plan.
e Explores how our bodies move and function, as well as how making healthy choices can help us reach our
health and fitness goals.
